How to Register your child with NSWFA
Hello Parents,

Your child must be registered with NSWFA before entering any NSWFA competition, including school competitions.  This is done on-line on the NSWFA website at www.nswfencing.org.au .

How to register – 

Go to the NSW FA website, www.nswfencing.org.au and click on “Online NSWFA membership and AFF competition entry” on the right hand side of the home page (under Quick Links).  If your child has not previously been registered with NSWFA, scroll to the bottom of the page to  “New Individual” and follow the prompts.  Please enter the date of birth of your child as this determines which age group competition he/she will enter.  Also, we prefer to have an adult’s email address registered against your child so you will be fully informed of events.  A newsletter and special announcements are sent to the email address nominated with your child’s registration.

Previously registered fencers – 

Click on “Online membership” on the right hand side of the home page.  Enter the user name and password which was allocated by NSWFA to your child and follow the prompts.  If you do not remember the password, click on the “forgotten password” line and follow prompts.  

An aknowledgment of payment will be emailed to the nominated email address for your child’s registration and your child’s name will appear in the register of members of the Association.
