No 1 state ranked fencer is automatically selected. Next two selected at sole discretion of selectors. 4th position is next highest placed fencer in individual event.

For Open B teams:

Next highest individual event placings.

For Juniors:  First two on rankings. Next two on individual event placings.

	Teams picked on combination of performance and commitment :

· Must be in Top 5 on points from previous year

· Must have fenced in 50% of relevant State comps

· Must have fenced in 2 AFF circuit comps

	First two on state rankings. Next two chosen between top 6 WA fencers in individual event.

	FFA for international comps.
	On national rankings except where the selectors believe “exceptional circumstances, results or potential warrant the inclusion of a particular fencer.”

Queensland Fencing Association

Selection Criteria for Open State Teams

Of the four places on the state open team:

1. The highest ranked fencer on the state rankings for that event is selected. Then 

2. The selection sub-committee will select two additional team members at their sole discretion. These three members of the team will be announced two weeks before the relevant national competition. Then 

3. The final member of the team will be the highest-placed, unselected QLD fencer in the relevant individual competition at that national competition. 

4. If QFA decide to enter additional teams, any subsequent teams will be selected in the ranking order from the relevant individual competition from those fencers not previously selected for the QLD A team. 

5. In the case that an individual event is held after the team competition or for any other reason that selection by individual rank cannot take place, all remaining places will be selected by the selection sub-committee at their sole discretion. 

Selection Criteria for U15, U17 and U20 State Teams

1. The two highest ranked fencers on the QAFA Ranking immediately prior to the Competition are automatically selected. 

2. The next two highest ranked fencers in the individual Competition at that event are automatically selected. 

3. The Team Captain will determine the order of fencing. 

4. The Management Committee will appoint Team Captains. 

Fencing Victoria

SELECTION COMMISSION

ROLE

The Selection Commission is responsible for the selection of Victorian teams to compete in AFF

competitions.

COMPOSITION

The Selection Commission shall comprise:

(a) the President (or a Director nominated by the President);

(b) two Members, each of whom is a practising coach accredited with the Coaching & Officiating unit of

the Australian Sports Commission; and

(c) up to two additional Members.

ELECTION AND TENURE

The members of the Selection Commission (other than the President) shall be elected at the Annual General

Meeting of the Association. All members of the Selection Commission shall hold office until the next Annual

General Meeting.

MEETINGS

The Selection Commission must meet whenever the selection of a Victorian team is required and at such

other times as determined by the Commission. Meetings may be held in person or by telephone.

A quorum for the conduct of business at a meeting of the Selection Commission will be present if at least

50% of members are present. However, where the immediate selection of a Victorian team is required, the

absence of a quorum will not invalidate any decisions made by the Selection Commission.

The President shall preside as chairperson at meetings of the Selection Commission. If the President is

absent from a meeting, the members present must elect one of their number to preside as chairperson.

RESPONSIBILITIES

The responsibilities of the FV Coaching & Refereeing Commission are:

(a) to put in place and maintain a system for the selection of Victorian teams to compete in AFF

competitions; and

(b) to select Victorian teams to compete in AFF competitions.

REPORTING

The Selection Commission must provide a formal written report at each Annual General Meeting.

South Australia

Fencing SA Senior State Team Selection Policy

Fencers qualify on a combination of performance and commitment. To qualify, fencers must have:

1. Ranked in the top five of their weapon in the previous calendar year, and

2. Demonstrated support for local competitions by fencing in at least half the previous calendar year's applicable local events (rounding up for odd numbers of events e.g. minimum 4 out of 7 tournaments), and

3. Demonstrated an intention of fencing Nationally by fencing in at least two national circuit events in the previous calendar year

The executive has the discretion to add to the list but those meeting the above will automatically qualify. These criteria apply to both Open and Veteran Fencers. Junior fencers can qualify on the basis of their senior performances.

Policy Document

WAFA Selection Policy 2006

0. INTRODUCTION – WHY A SELECTION POLICY

Selection of teams is probably the most contentious area of the activities of any

sporting organisation’s. There have even been instances in the past, although

thankfully not in WA fencing, where lawyers have been called in to settle disputes on

selection matters. Team selections have caused bitter in-fighting, splits in

organisations, and have even caused people to abandon sport.

The purpose of selections is to nominate the group of individuals who will most

capably fulfill the aims and expectations for which the team is selected. Any

reasonable selection policy must, as its first objective, select teams that are

appropriate to the reason for selection and can acquit WA well in the eyes of the rest

of Australian fencing.

A selection policy provides transparency and accountability. It allows all stakeholders,

particularly fencers wishing to be selected, to know the method and criteria for

assessment. In addition, it allows for an appeal body to review any decisions.

1. THE OBJECTIVES OF THE SELECTION COMMITTEE

The Selection Committee shall nominate WAFA Affiliated Western Australian fencers

to represent Western Australia in individual and team events as directed by the WAFA

Committee.

2. THE COMPOSITION OF THE SELECTION COMMITTEE

The Selection panel should be made up of either 3 to 5 members. They are:

Convener of Selectors (1 person)

The WAFA tournament chairperson (1 person)

Selectors (1 to 3 people)

The Convener of Selectors (1 person)

(a) Maintains the permanent list of past selections.

(b) Is an ex-officio member of each weapon selection Sub Committee.

(c) Is responsible with other Selectors for the selection of teams.

(d) Arranges for selectors to be available to attend clubs and competitions to

familiarise themselves with the fencing membership.

(e) Arranges, if appropriate, special selection competitions with the Tournament

Chairperson.

(f) Provides information and opinions on fencers pertinent to the selection of

teams to Selectors.

(g) Maintains an up to date list of suspended fencers including information on the

date the suspension was initiated, the date the suspension is concluded and

the reason for the suspension.

(h) Passes all information and records to the incoming Convener.

(i) Does have a deliberate vote.

The WAFA Tournament Chairperson (1 person)

(a) In the absence of the Convener, shall perform the duties of the Convener as

contained herein.

(b) Is an ex-officio member of each weapon selection Sub Committee.

(c) In association with the Convener and other Selectors selects the teams.

(d) Provides information and opinions on fencers pertinent to the selection of

teams.

(e) Does not have a deliberate but a casting vote, in the event of a tie among the

votes of the other selectors.

Selectors

(a) In association with the Convener and other Selectors selects the teams.

(b) Make themselves available to attend clubs and competitions to familiarise

themselves with the fencing membership.

(c) Provides information and opinions on fencers pertinent to the selection of

teams.

(d) Do have a deliberate vote.

The WAFA Tournament Chairperson may not be the Convener of the Selection

Committee.

The Selection Committee may consist of three sub-committees (foil, sabre and epee)

with 3 members in each weapon appointed by the WAFA Committee. One person can

hold a position in more than one weapon sub-committee. The Convener and the WAFA

Tournament Chairperson are ex-officio members of all sub-committees.

Each sub-committee member shall ideally have 5 or more years experience in the

relevant weapon, and have competed regularly, but not necessarily recently.

A quorum shall be the majority of the members of the Selection Committee and must

include either the Convener of the Selection Committee, or the WAFA Tournament

Chairperson.

The State Coach preferably should not be a member of the Selection Committee but

shall be present at Selection Committee meetings and advise the Selection Committee

members.

3. SELECTION OF THE SELECTION COMMITTEE

The persons on the selection panel should wherever possible have the best

combination of the following attributes:

 Affiliated to WAFA and capitated to the AFF as a fencer, coach or official.

 More than 5 years experience in fencing

 Not be a WAFA Executive member (President, Secretary, Treasurer)

 Not be a fencer in contention for a team likely to be selected.

 A broad understanding of all three weapons.

The limited availability of possible candidates means the WAFA Committee must

balance the attributes against availability and choose the best candidate for a

position.

Each affiliated Western Australian Club may nominate one affiliated fencer for each

Sub Committee. One nominated fencer can serve on more than one Sub Committee if

qualified. The nominated fencer need not be a member of the Club nominating him or

her.

The WAFA Committee shall then appoint the Selection Committee members from

those nominated. If fewer than three (3) names be submitted in each weapon, the

WAFA Committee shall nominate extra Selection Committee members to bring the

number to three.

The WAFA Committee may veto the nomination of a nominated fencer if it thinks the

person is not qualified or unfit for the position.

The WAFA Committee shall appoint the Convener of the Selection Committee. The

Tournament Chairperson is automatically a member the Selection Committee once

formed.

4. METHOD OF APPOINTMENT

The fencing clubs vote on appointments in a secret ballot. (Preferential vote, voting

in or out):

(a) All clubs are invited to nominate people for appointment to the Selection

Committee.

(b) The WAFA Committee select the Selection panel electing first the Convener of

Selectors, and then the other Selectors.

(c) Voting is exhaustive. The Committee vote for their preferred candidates. In

each round of voting the lowest polling candidates, all candidates who receive

no votes or any candidates that equally receive the lowest vote count are

eliminated from the subsequent rounds of the ballot. Voting continues until

only one candidate remains who is appointed to the selection panel. The final

round of voting is by simple majority. The voting is by secret ballot.

(d) The same process is repeated for each position.

5. TERM OF SELECTORSl

The Selection Committee is appointed for a two (2) year term. Subject to the

approval of the WAFA Committee, and for the purposes of continuity, any selector

may be promoted to Convener at the end of the current term.

6. OCCASIONS FOR MEETING AND MAKING SELECTIONS

The Selection Committee shall meet and select a Western Australian team for

particular competitions as directed by the WAFA Committee.

Teams should be selected at least six (6) weeks prior to the event for which the

selection is being made.

The Selection Committee shall make selections in accordance with the Selection

Criteria contained in this Policy, as amended from time to time, on the result of a

majority vote. In the event of a tied vote, the WAFA Tournament Chairperson shall

have the casting vote.

Selection Committee members cannot vote for a fencer for a specific team

membership if:

 They are closely related, or have an emotional tie to any eligible fencer.

 They may be selected for the same team as the fencer.

Such a member may venture an opinion but only if asked.

The actual voting numbers for a fencer shall be confidential and not disclosed by any

third party without the express permission of the WAFA Committee.

7. CRITERIA FOR SELECTION

(a) Fencers will accumulate points (similar to state ranking points) in the following

manner:

1. According to a standard for points allocation1, fencers will accumulate

points by competing in any sanctioned events throughout a year. These

may include state, national and international competitions.

2. These rankings shall be calculated over a rolling one year period.

3. Various weightings shall be given to results in state open, national, etc.

competitions to make the best comparison with results in state junior and

cadet competitions.

4. To ensure participation in the state age-based competitions, fencers will be

required to fence in a minimum number of these to be eligible for selection.

5. Each year, two state age-based competitions will be given a special

designation. Results in these competitions will be given a points weighting

(e.g. 1.5 x normal points)2.

(b) At the competition for which the team has been selected, the performance of

the fencers in their individual events will form the basis of the on-the-spot

component of the team selection.

(c) On his/her application to the state squad, each fencer will specify the one

weapon for which he/she wishes to be eligible for team selection.

(d) In applying for a position in the state squad, the fencer agrees to participate in

any team for which he/she is chosen (including informally selected B teams),

either in advance or at the competition, and will not make himself or herself

unavailable save for reasons of injury or illness (for which medical verification

may be requested).

(e) If a fencer selected suffers an illness or injury on the day of the event, he/she

may be replaced by a lower ranked fencer before the list is submitted. There is

no guarantee that the unfit fencer will be maintained as a reserve for the team.

1 The actual point values for placings must be considered carefully. Values which give a large difference among

the top places (e.g. 10 points for 1st and 5 for 3rd) will potentially result in gaps between fencers which can't

easily be closed over the course of a year, where small differences might have the opposite effect. The points

table is included as an annexe to this policy and may be varied from time to time by the Selection Committee,

with the approval of the WAFA Committee.

2 Again, the actual weighting is given in an annexe to the policy and may be set at the beginning of each fencing

year by the Selection Committee (without the specific approval of the WAFA Committee).

 (f) Should a fencer commit a breach of the rules or brings the sport, state or team

into disrepute, the issue will be reviewed as a matter of urgency by the team

management and coaches involved at the time.

8. THE SELECTION PROCESS

(a) Based on the selection points accumulated, the top two (2) fencers in the

ranking for each weapon will be chosen for the relevant team before the

competition.

(b) At the competition, the state squad weapon coach (without the interference

of the other coaches and officials) shall have absolute discretion to choose any

other fencers for the third and fourth spots in the team, subject to the proviso

that the selected fencers must finish within the top six (6) amongst

representatives from WA for the relevant individual event.

(c) The specific weapons coach at the event may alter the order of fencers for any

tactical or performance reason.

(d) B teams will not be formally selected. If there are sufficient fencers in a given

weapon, being at least three, who are not selected for the A team, then the

highest ranked four fencers (excluding those in the A team) from the individual

competition may compete as the B team.

(e) An A team fencer will be allowed to compete in a B team for a “secondary

weapon” provided that the B team event occurs after the A team event.

(f) A fencer who is eligible and wishes to compete in Team A for two weapons,

can do so at the discretion of the coaches concerned.

(g) No fencer will be entered for all three weapons, save in highly exceptional

circumstances.

Confidentiality

Unless otherwise determined by the WAFA Committee, the Selectors are bound

by confidentiality and individual opinions or votes should not be disclosed to

any fencer or third party. In the case of a report to a Selections Appeal

Committee, a report outlining the reasons for a decision or matter relating to a

selection shall be provided at the request of the Selections Appeal Committee.

Co-operation of the Selection Panel

The Convener should not unilaterally select a team. The Convener must involve

all available selectors in the discussion, deliberation and final choosing of the

team or by taking the counsel of all of them and then selecting the team in

conjunction with the Assistant Convener of Selectors.

The Selection Committee must be able to justify the selections it has made.

Selection Tournaments

The Convener of Selectors may, in cooperation with the Tournament

Chairperson, designate certain state tournaments to be Selection Tournaments,

and the results from these tournaments will receive a weighting (see Annexe B)

for the calculation of selection points.

Availability of fencers

Once selected, the Convener of Selectors must notify all Clubs and selected

fencers of the composition of a team by e-mai, post or fax, and fencers must in

turn notify the Convener of Selectors, within seven days of receiving notice of

selection, of their availability. It is the duty of each Club to notify their fencers

of the outcome of the selections for teams. Fencers who are not available are

removed from the Team List but may retain their place in the team until

another selection process occurs. Unavailability for one event does not affect

selection in other teams.

9. TIMING OF SELECTIONS

Teams should be selected and preferably finalised at least six (6) weeks prior to the

event for which the team is being selected. Fencers should know whether they have

been selected to fence in a team before they make a decision to travel to a

tournament.

Once selections have been made, they shall be communicated with the WAFA

Committee, which shall then inform those selected.

10. APPEALS

If a fencer is not selected for a team, he or she may lodge an appeal within 14 days of

publication of the team list.

In the event of this happening, the WAFA Committee shall appoint an Appeals

Committee to review the Selection Committee’s selection, and reject or uphold the

appeal.

Appeals Committee

The Appeals Committee shall be appointed by the WAFA Committee to

determine the Appeal. It shall be made up of at least 3 members:

Chairperson

Fencer or past Fencer

Third person

The Chairperson shall be a member of the WAFA Committee; the remaining

members may, or may not, be members of the WAFA Committee.

The Fencer or past Fencer should where ever possible have the best

combination of the following attributes:

More than 10 years experience in fencing

Not be a coach of or have an emotional tie to the Appellant

Not be a fencer in contention for teams likely to be selected.

The Appeal Tribunal shall observe the rules of natural justice, giving all parties

the opportunity to be heard [including the parents of an Appellant under 16

years of age].

AFF Selection Policy

Preamble to the AFF Selection System

This preamble to the AFF Selection System outlines the philosophy on which the Selection

System is based. This preamble is provided by way of background only, does not form part of

the Selection System and is not intended to affect the interpretation of the Selection System,

which is to be interpreted on its face and without reference to extrinsic material.

Elite sport is inherently about excellence. The right to represent Australia at the Olympic Games and the

World Championships (open and age) represents the pinnacle of elite sport, and as such is a privilege to be

earned. The Selection System sets out the minimum criteria which must be satisfied in order for a fencer to be

eligible for selection for these events. Fencers are encouraged to view selection as merely the first step in the

process of achieving the performance goals they have set themselves, rather than an end in itself.

In light of the restrictions which apply to selection for the Olympic Games and World Championships, the AFF

aims to provide fencers with a range of opportunities to represent Australia in other international and

regional events, subject to the restrictions imposed by the competition organisers (for example, in relation to

number of competitors, obligations to provide referees etc). The expectation is that fencers who attain

selection for these events will use them to develop and improve and that such events will also provide a

pathway for the very best to demonstrate that they are ready to take the next step and ultimately represent

Australia at the World Championships (both age and open) and the Olympic Games.

For all competitions to which it applies, the Selection System specifies the criteria which fencers must satisfy

to be eligible for selection. The role of the Selection Panel is to apply the rules which are set out in the

Selection System and to exercise the minimal discretions expressly conferred upon the Panel therein. The

Selection System has been intentionally structured so as to provide the Selection Panel with minimal

discretion, in order to meet the desires expressed by fencers for clearly defined, objective results-based

selection criteria. Accordingly, the Selection System has been structured so as to minimise the role of selective

judgements.

The AFF encourages athletes to work together with their coaches and support team in developing a detailed

training and competition plan for achieving their performance goals. It is recommended that fencers’ plans

include a range of short-term and medium-term goals which need to be achieved in order to reach the

fencers’ longer-term objectives. These goals should be specific, measurable and realistic, and incorporate

appropriate timeframes. The design and implementation of training and competition plans requires continual

reassessment and updating to ensure that the goals remain appropriate and consistent with the results

achieved along the way.

AFF resources that are available in setting up such a training and competition plan include:

· the “Pathways for Success” document (which refers specifically to Junior and Cadet Development) and is

available on the AFF website.

· the opportunity to consult with the AFF National and Regional Coaches, members of the High Performance

Program Commission, and the Selection Panel, who can offer the benefit of their knowledge and

experience to fencers seeking to identify an appropriate competition pathway which will enable them to

achieve their maximum potential.

· the AFF Selection System itself, which sets out the criteria which must be satisfied to be eligible for

selection for various completions. All fencers are urged to make themselves thoroughly familiar with the

requirements of the Selection System so that they can plan their competition program so as to maximise

their ability to achieve selection for the competitions which they wish to attend as part of their

competition plan.

The AFF Selection System (which follows) has evolved over many years to enable the AFF to select, in the

most efficient, equitable and transparent manner possible, the representatives for each event who are most

likely to achieve the best result for themselves and for Australian Fencing. Understanding this System is an

important step for each athlete seeking to achieve their personal Fencing goals.

As noted above, the Selection Panel is available to assist fencers as appropriate in pursuing their high

performance goals. The Panel can be contacted via selection@commissions.ausfencing.org
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Australian Fencing Federation Selection System

(Ratified May 2009)

1. THE SELECTION PANEL

1.1 There shall be a panel of five selectors, who shall comprise the ‘Selection Panel’.

1.2 There shall be no more than two selectors from any one state or territory.

1.3 The selectors shall be selected at an annual general meeting of members.

1.4 The period of office shall be the period of four consecutive annual general meetings.

1.5 Each selector must be present at two thirds of the annual selection tournaments within

Australia. Failure to attend more than two consecutive tournaments without approval from

the Australian Fencing Federation (AFF) Executive shall result in dismissal and a casual

vacancy shall exist.

1.6 Casual vacancies shall be filled by a postal vote of members. The term of those so elected

shall be the duration of the term of the existing selectors.

1.7 The selectors shall not themselves be eligible for selection.

1.8 The selectors will elect a chairperson who will report to the AFF as specified or requested.

2. THE FENCERS

2.1 Fencers wishing to be considered for selection must comply with all the requirements laid

down by the AFF in the call for nominations. If the controlling body of a particular event

imposes conditions beyond the control of the AFF, those conditions will be implemented.

2.2 Any fencer who nominated for a particular event, who is selected for that event and who

subsequently declines selection may be liable to censure and penalty as specified from time

to time by the AFF.

2.3 Any fines imposed by the FIE or the competition organisers that are incurred as a result of the

actions of a fencer or group of fencers will be payable by that fencer or group of fencers.

2.4 As one of the conditions of selection, all fencers selected shall attend such camps, and

undertake such fitness tests as specified by the AFF.

Formal Communication Between Fencers and the Selection Panel

2.5 If a fencer is a minor, all formal correspondence must be made by their legal guardian.

2.6 All formal correspondence between fencers and the Selection Panel must be made IN

WRITING (post or email) and addressed to the Chair of the AFF Selection Panel or to the

Secretary General of the AFF (in which case it must be clearly identified as being directed to

the Selection Panel).

2.7 All such incoming formal correspondence will be distributed to each member of the Selection

Panel.

2.8 A formal reply will be sent to the fencer (or their guardian) in the form of a written or email

response. Such a response will be identified as having come from the Selection Panel

2.9 No other form of communication (verbal, oral, or written communications with any members

of the Panel, including the Chair) will have any official status or recognition as representing

the views or decisions of the Selection Panel.
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3. ADMINISTRATIVE

3.1 Within one month of the completion of each of the AFF Annual Selection Tournaments, the

Selection Panel must provide the Secretary General with a ranking list of Fencers.

3.2 The Selection Panel shall be advised of any conditions relating to numbers of entries or

special conditions that apply to a tournament for which selection is being made.

3.3 The Selection Panel alone will select the fencers for any team or individual competition; their

selections will be forwarded to the AFF Executive for ratification.

3.4 Any appeals pertaining to selection must be made to the AFF Executive, following the

processes outlined in the AFF Appeals Procedure.

3.5 Amendments to any part of this selection system, other than at a general meeting of the

Federation, must be passed by a majority of the AFF Board in a postal ballot.

3.6 All amendments to the selection system come into force immediately upon acceptance under

section 3.5. If the amendments include changes to Appendix A, any points previously

awarded will not be altered; points awarded for any competition subsequent to acceptance

of the amendments will be made using the amended form of Appendix A.

3.7 General – selection for any special age group events that are not explicitly covered in the AFF

Selection System will have specific selection criteria published for that event.

4. PROCESS OF RANKING AND SELECTION

CADET

AFF Cadet Ranking List

C4.1 The Selection Panel will maintain the AFF ‘Cadet Ranking List’

Points will be awarded for: -

C4.1.1 Any individual Junior or Open competitions for which FIE world cup points are

awarded (with the exception of FIE Satellite Events), and the World Cadet

Championships.

C4.1.2 The Australian National Championships

C4.1.3 AFF Circuit #1

C4.1.4 AFF Circuit #2

C4.1.5 AFF Circuit #3

C4.1.6 The Australian Junior Championships

C4.1.7 The Australian Cadet Championships

C4.1.8 The Oceania Open Championships (only when held outside Australia)

C4.1.9 The Oceania Junior Championships (only when held outside Australia)

C4.1.10 The Oceania Cadet Championships (only when held outside Australia)

C4.2 The points awarded for competitions are listed in Appendix A. The points are specific to each

weapon, and cannot be combined.

C4.3 Points awarded for FIE competitions under C4.1.1 lapse after 12 months. However, if any

particular FIE Competition occurs twice in a 12 month period, only the more recent result will

be listed. Points awarded for results from the most recent Cadet, Junior and Open World

Championships will be included, irrespective of whether they fall in the previous 12 months

or not. (In those years when no World Championship is contested in a weapon because it is

contested as part of the Olympic Games, the Olympic Games will be treated as the World

Championship event in that weapon).
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C4.4 The points awarded in categories C4.1.2 – C4.1.7 will expire on a rolling basis. The most

recent Australian Cadet Championships (C4.1.7), Australian Junior Championships (C4.1.6) the

four most recent AFF Competitions (C4.1.2 – C4.1.5), and the most recent Oceania Open,

Oceania Junior and Oceania Cadet Championships held outside Australia (C4.1.8, C4.1.9 and

C4.1.10 respectively) will be listed. In the event that one of the six AFF Competitions (C4.1.2 –

C4.1.7) is not held in a particular season, the points accrued in that competition in the

previous season lapse 12 months after it was last held. In the event that any of the Oceania

Championships (C4.1.8 – C4.1.10) is not held in a particular season, or if the corresponding

Oceania Championships are held in Australia, the points accrued in that competition in the

previous season lapse 12 months after it was last held.

C4.5 A ‘cadet point aggregate’ will be calculated for each fencer, comprising the sum of the four

highest points earned in the competitions specified in C4.1.

C4.6 The Cadet Ranking List will be compiled based on the cadet point aggregate for each fencer.

Selection Criteria for Australian Representation at the Cadet World Championships

C4.7 Fencers wishing to be considered for selection (‘nominees’) must comply with all the

requirements laid down by the AFF in the call for nominations.

C4.8 To be eligible for selection to represent Australia at the Cadet World Championships, in the

24 months leading up to the selection, the fencer must have participated in a

training/competition tour (‘AFF Approved Tour’), which has previously been approved by the

Selection Panel. In exceptional circumstances, this requirement may be waived by the

Selection Panel.

C4.9 No fencer shall be selected to compete at the Cadet World Championships unless, (in

addition to the other requirements listed in the selection system), they have also satisfied the

performance threshold outlined in Appendix C in each of their nominated events in at least

one of the competitions listed in C4.1.1 – C4.1.5 in the 12 months prior to the date on which

the team is selected, except under the provisions of C4.11.

C4.10 No fencer shall be selected to compete at the Cadet World Championships if their cadet point

aggregate in the weapon for which they are seeking selection is less than 50 at the time

designated by the Selection Panel, except under the provisions of C4.11.

C4.11 Fencers who are resident overseas can apply to the selection panel for exemption from the

requirements of C4.9 and C4.10, upon submission of all the results they wish to have

considered.

C4.12 In each weapon, the two nominees who have obtained the highest cadet point aggregate in

that weapon shall be selected, provided that they have met the requirements of C4.7 – C4.10.

C4.13 Additional available places will be decided at the Selection Panel’s discretion from among the

remaining nominees who have met the requirements of C4.7 – C4.10, and from the fencers

who have applied for selection under C4.11.

C4.14 In the case of equality of the cadet point aggregate among nominees, the Selection Panel

shall decide the priority of those fencers at their absolute discretion.

C4.15 In the event that any additional places are available once C4.12 and C4.13 have been

exhausted, they may be filled by the Selectors at their absolute discretion.

C4.16 In exceptional circumstances, fencers may be selected in more than one weapon, if their

cadet point aggregate justifies such selection and they satisfy the relevant criteria.

Selection Criteria for Australian Representation (other than the Cadet World Championships)

C4.17 Fencers wishing to be considered for selection (‘nominees’) must comply with all the

requirements laid down by the AFF in the call for nominations.
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C4.18 Selection shall be made on the basis of the AFF Cadet Ranking List, except where the

Selection Panel considers that exceptional circumstances, results or potential warrant the

inclusion of a particular fencer.

C4.19 In the case of equality of the cadet point aggregate among nominees, the Selection Panel

shall decide the priority of those fencers at their absolute discretion.

C4.20 In exceptional circumstances, the Selection Panel may, at their absolute discretion, select a

fencer in more than one weapon for which their AFF Cadet Ranking justifies selection.

Special Selection Criteria for Oceanic Zone Cadet Team Events

C4.21 In each weapon, of those who nominate for selection, and indicate their availability for the

team event, the two highest ranked fencers on the AFF Cadet Ranking List in that weapon will

be selected for the team, provided that they are ranked in the top eight on the AFF Cadet

Ranking List in that weapon.

C4.22 The rankings of the fencers in the individual event in the Oceanic Zone Cadet Championships

in that weapon will be used to select the additional fencers in the team. If two fencers are

tied for the fourth place in the team based on their results in the individual event, the fencer

with the higher ranking on the AFF Cadet Ranking List in that weapon will be selected.

C4.23 If the team event precedes the individual event, the Selection Panel will apply C4.21 and

select the fencers for the other places in the team at their absolute discretion.

JUNIOR

AFF Junior Ranking List

J4.1 The Selection Panel will maintain the AFF ‘Junior Ranking List’

Points will be awarded for: -

J4.1.1 Any individual Junior or Open competitions for which FIE world cup points are

awarded (with the exception of FIE Satellite Events).

J4.1.2 The Australian National Championships

J4.1.3 AFF Circuit #1

J4.1.4 AFF Circuit #2

J4.1.5 AFF Circuit #3

J4.1.6 The Australian Junior Championships

J4.1.7 The Oceania Open Championships (only when held outside Australia)

J4.1.8 The Oceania Junior Championships (only when held outside Australia)

J4.2 The points awarded for competitions are listed in Appendix A. The points are specific to each

weapon, and cannot be combined.

J4.3 Points awarded for FIE competitions under J4.1.1 lapse after 12 months. However, if any

particular FIE Competition occurs twice in a 12 month period, only the more recent result will

be listed. Points awarded for results from the most recent Junior and Open World

Championships will be included, irrespective of whether they fall in the previous 12 months

or not. (In those years when no World Championship is contested in a weapon because it is

contested as part of the Olympic Games, the Olympic Games will be treated as the World

Championship event in that weapon).

J4.4 The points awarded in categories J4.1.2 – J4.1.6 will expire on a rolling basis. The most recent

Australian Junior Championships (J4.1.6), the four most recent AFF Competitions (J4.1.2 –

J4.1.5), and the most recent Oceania Open and Oceania Junior Championships held outside

Australia (J4.1.7 and J4.1.8 respectively) will be listed. In the event that one of the five AFF

Competitions (J4.1.2 – J4.1.6) is not held in a particular season, the points accrued in that

competition in the previous season lapse 12 months after it was last held. In the event that
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either of the Oceania Championships (J4.1.7 or J4.1.8) is not held in a particular season, or if

the corresponding Oceania Championships are held in Australia, the points accrued in that

competition in the previous season lapse 12 months after it was last held.

J4.5 A ‘junior point aggregate’ will be calculated for each fencer, comprising the sum of the four

highest points earned in the competitions specified in J4.1.

J4.6 The Junior Ranking List will be compiled based on the junior point aggregate for each fencer.

Selection Criteria for Australian Representation at the Junior World Championships

J4.7 Fencers wishing to be considered for selection (‘nominees’) must comply with all the

requirements laid down by the AFF in the call for nominations.

J4.8 To be eligible for selection to represent Australia at the Junior World Championships, in the

24 months leading up to the selection, the fencer must have participated in a

training/competition tour, which has previously been approved by the Selection Panel. In

exceptional circumstances, this requirement may be waived by the Selection Panel.

J4.9 No fencer shall be selected to compete at the Junior World Championships unless, (in

addition to the other requirements listed in the selection system), they have also satisfied the

performance threshold outlined in Appendix D in each of their nominated events in at least

one of the competitions listed in J4.1.1 – J4.1.5 in the 12 months prior to the date on which

the team is selected, except under the provisions of J4.11.

J4.10 No fencer shall be selected to compete at the Junior World Championships if their junior

point aggregate in the weapon for which they are seeking selection is less than 50at the time

designated by the Selection Panel, except under the provisions of J4.11.

J4.11 Fencers who are resident overseas can apply to the selection panel for exemption from the

requirements of J4.9 and J4.10, upon submission of all the results they wish to have

considered.

J4.12 In each weapon, the two nominees who have obtained the highest junior point aggregate in

that weapon shall be selected, provided that they have met the requirements of J4.7 – J4.10

J4.13 Additional available places will be decided at the Selection Panel’s discretion from among the

remaining nominees who have met the requirements of J4.7 – J4.10, and from the fencers

who have applied for selection under J4.11.

J4.14 In the case of equality of the junior point aggregate among nominees, the Selection Panel

shall decide the priority of those fencers at their absolute discretion.

J4.15 In exceptional circumstances, fencers may be selected in more than one weapon, if their

junior point aggregate justifies such selection and they satisfy the relevant criteria.

Entry in the Team Event at the Junior World Championships

J4.16 If three or more fencers have been selected to compete in the junior individual event in the

same weapon, an Australian team may be entered in the corresponding team event. If a team

has been entered, and there are only three junior fencers available, the Selection Panel may,

at its absolute discretion, select a cadet fencer who has been selected to compete in the

cadet individual event in that weapon to complete the team. This cadet fencer will not be

eligible to compete in the junior individual event unless they have satisfied all the criteria

required for selection to compete in the Junior World Championships individual event in that

weapon.

J4.17 If only two fencers have been selected to compete in a junior individual event in the same

weapon, the Selection Panel may, at its absolute discretion, select up to two cadet fencers

who have been selected to compete in the cadet individual event in that weapon to complete

a team. These cadet fencers will not be eligible to compete in the junior individual event

unless they have satisfied all the criteria required for selection to compete in the Junior

World Championships individual event in that weapon.
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Qualification & Selection Criteria for FIE Junior World Cup Competitions outside Australia

J4.18 The AFF Junior Ranking List after the Australian National Championships will be used to

determine eligibility for selection to compete in Junior World Cup Competitions in the

following season.

J4.19 All those fencers who have a junior point aggregate of 25 or more in a particular weapon, and

who are of an age to qualify for the next World Junior Championships, will be eligible for

selection to compete in Junior World Cup Competitions in that weapon for the duration of

the following Junior World Cup season.

J4.20 If a fencer achieves the target 25 point threshold in the junior point aggregate in a particular

weapon at some later stage during the FIE Junior World Cup season, they will be added to the

list of eligible fencers in that weapon for the remainder of that season.

J4.21 The 25 point threshold in the junior point aggregate can be waived by the Selection Panel at

their absolute discretion in the following cases:

(i) exceptional circumstance, results, or potential

(ii) if the fencer is participating in a training/competition tour, which has previously been

approved by the AFF Selection Panel.

(iii) if the fencer is living overseas.

J4.22 The period of eligibility for selection under J4.21 will be determined by the Selection Panel at

their absolute discretion

J4.23 For all FIE Junior World Cup competitions that a fencer wishes to contest, he or she must

complete the World Cup Nomination Form (Appendix B), and send it to the Chair of the AFF

Selection Panel, at least 30 days prior to the competition date. Once nominations for a

competition have closed with the AFF, those fencers who have nominated and satisfied the

eligibility criteria of J4.19, J4.20, J4.21 will be selected to compete in Junior World Cup

Competitions subject to following:

(i) Selection will be made on the basis of the AFF Junior Ranking List, except where the

Selection Panel considers that exceptional circumstances, results or potential warrant

the inclusion of a particular fencer; in the case of equality in the junior point aggregate

among two or more fencers, the Selection Panel will decide the ranking order among

those fencers at their absolute discretion.

(ii) The maximum number of fencers that qualify, subject to the limitations imposed by the

FIE, will be allowed entry to the competition.

(iii) If the absence of sufficient referees would result in the imposition of a fine, as many

fencers will be entered as allowed for by the FIE, chosen subject to condition (i) above.

If further fencers who have satisfied the eligibility criteria choose to fence, they will be

allowed to do so on condition that they each pay an equal share of the total fine, or that

they provide a referee who meets the requirements of the organising committee. In the

event that the sanction is the barring of contestants from the competition, these

additional fencers will not be able to compete.

(iv) In the event that a fencer applies to enter a Junior World Cup Competition after the

nominations for that competition have closed with the AFF, their entry may be

accepted by the AFF at the absolute discretion of the Selection Panel, subject to the

following conditions:

a. All the relevant eligibility criteria of J4.19, J4.20 and J4.21 must have been met.

b. For the purpose of applying J4.23 (i) – (iii), the fencer will be ranked below all

those fencers who submitted their entries prior to the close of nominations with

the AFF for that competition.

c. Any financial penalties imposed by the FIE, and any costs arising from the late

entry will be met by the fencer before the entry can be submitted.

J4.24 This paragraph has been deleted.
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Selection Criteria for Australian Representation (other than the Junior World Championships and

Junior World Cups)

J4.25 Fencers wishing to be considered for selection (‘nominees’) must comply with all the

requirements laid down by the AFF in the call for nominations.

J4.26 Selection shall be made on the basis of the AFF Junior Ranking List, except where the

Selection Panel considers that exceptional circumstances, results or potential warrant the

inclusion of a particular fencer.

J4.27 In the case of equality of the junior point aggregate among nominees, the Selection Panel

shall decide the priority of those fencers at their absolute discretion.

J4.28 In exceptional circumstances, the Selection Panel may, at their absolute discretion, select a

fencer in more than one weapon for which their AFF Junior Ranking justifies selection.

Special Selection Criteria for Oceanic Zone Junior Team Events

J4.29 In each weapon, of those who nominate for selection, and indicate their availability for the

team event, the two highest ranked fencers on the AFF Junior Ranking List in that weapon will

be selected for the team, provided that they are ranked in the top eight on the AFF Junior

Ranking List in that weapon.

J4.30 The rankings of the fencers in the individual event in the Oceanic Zone Junior Championships

in that weapon will be used to select the additional fencers in the team. If two fencers are

tied for the fourth place in the team based on their results in the individual event, the fencer

with the higher ranking on the AFF Junior Ranking List in that weapon will be selected.

J4.31 If the team event precedes the individual event, the Selection Panel will apply J4.29 and

select the fencers for the other places in the team at their absolute discretion.

OPEN

AFF Open Ranking List

O4.1 The Selection Panel will maintain the AFF ‘Open Ranking List’

Points will be awarded for: -

O4.1.1 Any individual competitions which count for FIE open world ranking (with the

exception of FIE Satellite Events).

O4.1.2 The Australian National Championships

O4.1.3 AFF Circuit #1

O4.1.4 AFF Circuit #2

O4.1.5 AFF Circuit #3

O4.1.6 The Oceania Open Championships (only when held outside Australia)

O4.2 For each season, the Selection Panel will specify six FIE World Cup Competitions in each

weapon (‘designated world cups’). The competitions will be named within 14 days of the

calendar being ratified and published by the FIE. These competitions, together with the

previous year’s World Championships, will be known as the ‘designated competitions’. (In

those years when no World Championship is contested in a weapon because it is contested as

part of the Olympic Games, the Olympic Games will be treated as the World Championship

event in that weapon).

O4.3 The points awarded for competitions are listed in Appendix A. The points are specific to each

weapon, and cannot be combined.

O4.4 Points awarded for FIE ‘A’ Grade competitions under O4.1.1 lapse after 12 months. However,

if any particular FIE Competition occurs twice in a 12 month period, only the more recent

result will be listed. Points awarded for results from the most recent Open World

Championships will be included, irrespective of whether they fall in the previous 12 months
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or not. (In those years when no World Championships is contested in a weapon because it is

contested as part of the Olympic Games, the result achieved in the Olympic Games will be

treated as if it were the World Championship event in that weapon for that year).

O4.5 The points awarded in categories O4.1.2 – O4.1.5 will expire on a rolling basis. The four most

recent AFF Competitions (O4.1.2 – O4.1.5), and the most recent Oceania Open

Championships held outside Australia (O4.1.6) will be listed. In the event that one of these

four AFF Competitions is not held in a particular season, the points accrued in that

competition in the previous season lapse 12 months after it was last held. In the event that

the Oceania Open Championships is not held in a particular season, or if the Oceania Open

Championships are held in Australia, the points accrued in that competition in the previous

season lapse 12 months after it was last held.

O4.6 An ‘open point aggregate’ will be calculated for each fencer, comprising the sum of the three

highest points earned in the competitions specified in O4.1.

O4.7 The Open Ranking List will be compiled based on the open point aggregate for each fencer.

O4.8 Where two or more fencers have the same open point aggregate, the Selection Panel can

decide the ranking of these fencers at their absolute discretion.

Selection Criteria for the Olympic Games

O4.9 The qualification, nomination and selection criteria for the Olympic Games are published

separately.

Selection Criteria for Australian Representation at the Open World Championships

O4.10 Fencers wishing to be considered for selection (‘nominees’) must comply with all the

requirements laid down by the AFF in the call for nominations.

O4.11 In order to be considered for selection to represent Australia in any weapon at the World

Championships, each fencer must satisfy two ‘qualification criteria’:

(i) They must have earned FIE points in one of the ‘designated competitions’ in that

weapon in the selection period.

(ii) They must have an open point aggregate of at least 40 in that weapon at the time of

selection.

O4.12 Selection from among the fencers who satisfy the qualification criteria in O4.11 (‘qualified

fencers’) shall be made on the basis of the AFF Open Ranking List, except where the Selection

Panel considers that exceptional circumstances, results or potential warrant the inclusion of a

particular fencer.

O4.13 Where equality of the open point aggregate exists, the Selection Panel shall decide a ranking

among the qualified fencers at their absolute discretion.

Qualification and Selection Criteria for FIE Open World Cup Competitions outside Australia

O4.14 The AFF Open Ranking List after the Australian National Championships or the World

Championships (whichever comes later), will be used to determine eligibility for selection to

compete in the Open World Cup Competitions in the following season.

O4.15 To be eligible for selection to compete in FIE Open World Cups Competitions in a particular

weapon, fencers must satisfy the following two performance requirements:

(i) Have an open point aggregate of 25 or more (on the AFF Open Ranking List collated

according to O4.14) in that weapon.

(ii) Satisfy the performance threshold outlined in Appendix E in the specified weapon in at

least one of the competitions listed in O4.1.2 – O4.1.5 on the AFF Open Ranking List

collated according to O4.14) in that weapon.
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O4.16 If a fencer achieves the target 25 point threshold in the open point aggregate in a particular

weapon and the performance requirements of Appendix E at some later stage during the FIE

World Cup Season, they will be added to the list of eligible fencers in that weapon for the

remainder of that season.

O4.17 The eligibility for selection under O4.15 or O4.16 will be valid for the entire FIE World Cup

season

O4.18 The requirements of O4.15 can be waived by the Selection Panel at their absolute discretion

in the case of exceptional circumstances, results or potential.

O4.19 The period of eligibility for selection under O4.18 will be determined by the Selection Panel at

their absolute discretion.

O4.20 For all FIE Open World Cup competition that a fencer wishes to contest, he or she must

complete the World Cup Nomination Form (Appendix B), and send it to the Chair of the AFF

Selection Panel, at least 30 days prior to the competition date. Once nominations for a

competition have closed with the AFF, those fencers who have nominated and satisfied the

eligibility criteria of O4.15, O4.16, O4.17 or O4.18 will be selected to compete in Open World

Cup Competitions subject to following:

(i) Selection will be made on the basis of the AFF Open Ranking List, except where the

Selection Panel considers that exceptional circumstances, results or potential warrant

the inclusion of a particular fencer; in the case of equality in the open point aggregate

among two or more fencers, the Selection Panel will decide the ranking order among

those fencers at their absolute discretion.

(ii) Fencers taking part in an AFF sanctioned Tour will have precedence for entry into Open

World Cup competitions on that tour over higher-ranked fencers wishing to enter only

some of the competitions that form part of that Tour.

(iii) The maximum number of fencers that qualify, subject to the limitations imposed by the

FIE, will be allowed entry to the competition.

(iv) If the absence of sufficient referees would result in the imposition of a fine, as many

fencers will be entered as allowed for by the FIE according to their AFF ranking subject

to condition (i) and (ii) above. If further fencers who have satisfied the eligibility criteria

choose to fence, they will be allowed to do so on condition that they each pay an equal

share of the total fine, or that they provide a referee who meets the requirements of

the organising committee. In the event that the sanction is the barring of contestants

from the competition, these additional fencers will not be able to compete.

(v) In the event that a fencer applies to enter an Open World Cup Competition after the

nominations for that competition have closed with the AFF, their entry may be

accepted by the AFF at the absolute discretion of the Selection Panel, subject to the

following conditions:

a. All the relevant eligibility criteria of O4.15, O4.16, O4.17 or O4.18 must have been

met.

b. For the purpose of applying O4.20 (i) – (iv), the fencer will be ranked below all

those fencers who submitted their entries prior to the close of nominations with

the AFF for that competition.

c. Any financial penalties imposed by the FIE, and any costs arising from the late

entry will be met by the fencer before the entry can be submitted.

O4.21 This paragraph has been deleted.

O4.22 Once a fencer has competed in an Open World Cup Competition in one weapon, they will not

be eligible to compete in subsequent Open World Cup Competitions in a different weapon

during the same FIE World Cup Season (FIE World Cup events in Australia are exempted from

this rule).
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Selection Criteria for FIE Open World Cup Team Competitions

O4.23 Selection of teams for any FIE Team World Cup Competitions will be carried out by the AFF

Selection Panel based on Paragraph O4.20 (i) to (iii). The manager, coach or team captain, as

designated by the AFF Executive, will select which of these team members will be used in

each team match, the order in which they fence, and their substitution within any particular

match.

Selection Criteria for Australian Representation in individual events (other than at the Olympic

Games, Open World Championships and Open World Cups)

O4.24 Selection shall be made on the basis of the AFF Open Ranking List, except where the Selection

Panel considers that exceptional circumstances, results or potential warrant the inclusion of a

particular fencer.

O4.25 In the case of equality of the open point aggregate among nominees, the Selection Panel shall

decide the priority of those fencers at their absolute discretion.

O4.26 In exceptional circumstances, the Selection Panel may, at their absolute discretion, select a

fencer in more than one weapon for which their AFF Open Ranking justifies selection.

Selection Criteria for Team Events (other than at the Olympic Games, Open World Championships

& World Cups Team)

O4.27 In each weapon, of those who nominate for selection, and indicate their availability for the

team event, selection shall be made on the basis of the AFF Open Ranking List, except where

the Selection Panel considers that exceptional circumstances, results or potential warrant the

inclusion of a particular fencer in the team.

VETERAN

AFF Veteran Ranking List

V4.1 The Selection Panel will maintain the AFF ‘Veteran Ranking List’

Points will be awarded for: -

V4.1.1 Any individual competitions which count for FIE open world ranking (with the

exception of FIE Satellite Events), and the World Veteran Championships.

V4.1.2 The Australian National Championships Open and Veteran Events

V4.1.3 AFF Circuit #1 Open and Veteran Events

V4.1.4 AFF Circuit #2 Open and Veteran Events

V4.1.5 AFF Circuit #3 Open and Veteran Events

V4.1.6 The Oceania Open Championships (only when held outside Australia)

V4.1.7 The Oceania Veteran Championships (only when held outside Australia)

V4.2 The points awarded for competitions are listed in Appendix A. The points are specific to each

weapon, and cannot be combined.

V4.3 Points awarded for FIE ‘A’ Grade competitions under V4.1.1 lapse after 12 months. However,

if any particular FIE Competition occurs twice in a 12 month period, only the more recent

result will be listed. Points awarded for results from the most recent Veteran and Open World

Championships will be included, irrespective of whether they fall in the previous 12 months

or not. (In those years when no World Championships is contested in a weapon because it is

contested as part of the Olympic Games, the result achieved in the Olympic Games will be

treated as if it were the World Championship event in that weapon for that year).

V4.4 The points awarded in categories V4.1.2 – V4.1.5 will expire on a rolling basis. The eight most

recent AFF Competitions (V4.1.2 – V4.1.5) and the most recent Oceania Open and Oceania
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Veteran Championships held outside Australia (V4.1.6 and V4.1.7 respectively) will be listed.

In the event that one of these four AFF Open or Veteran Competitions is not held in a

particular season, the points accrued in that competition in the previous season lapse 12

months after it was last held. In the event that either of the Oceania Championships (V4.1.6

or V4.1.7) is not held in a particular season, or if the corresponding Oceania Championships

are held in Australia, the points accrued in that competition in the previous season lapse 12

months after it was last held.

V4.5 A ‘veteran point aggregate’ will be calculated for each fencer, comprising the sum of the

three highest points earned in the competitions specified in V4.1, but no more than two nonveteran

events can be included in this aggregate.

V4.6 The Veteran Ranking List will be compiled based on the veteran point aggregate for each

fencer.

V4.7 In the case of equality of the veteran point aggregate among nominees, the Selection Panel

shall decide the priority of those fencers at their absolute discretion.

Selection Criteria for Australian Veteran World Championships Representation

V4.8 Fencers wishing to be considered for selection (‘nominees’) must comply with all the

requirements laid down by the AFF in the call for nominations.

V4.9 Selection shall be made on the basis of the AFF Veteran Ranking List, except where the

Selection Panel considers that exceptional circumstances, results or potential warrant the

inclusion of a particular fencer.

V4.10 In the case of equality of the veteran point aggregate among nominees, the Selection Panel

shall decide the priority of those fencers at their absolute discretion.V4.11 In

exceptional circumstances, the Selection Panel may, at their absolute discretion, select a

fencer in more than one weapon for which their AFF Veteran Ranking justifies selection.

Selection Criteria for Australian Representation (other than Veteran World Championships)

V4.12 Selection shall be made on the basis of the AFF Veteran Ranking List, except where the

Selection Panel considers that exceptional circumstances, results or potential warrant the

inclusion of a particular fencer.

V4.13 In the case of equality of the veteran point aggregate among nominees, the Selection Panel

shall decide the priority of those fencers at their absolute discretion.

V4.14 In exceptional circumstances, the Selection Panel may, at their absolute discretion, select a

fencer in more than one weapon for which their AFF Veteran Ranking justifies selection.

Selection Criteria for Team Events (other than Veteran World Championships)

V4.15 In each weapon, of those who nominate for selection, and indicate their availability for the

team event, subject to any particular restrictions of age, selection shall be made on the basis

of the AFF Veteran Ranking List, except where the Selection Panel considers that exceptional

circumstances, results or potential warrant the inclusion of a particular fencer in the team.
